Guidelines for Judges and Contestant Rules

Judges will be advised to select two winners, one string player and one wind/brass player.

The chairperson of the jury of judges will announce the results at the end of the competition to
contestants, parents and teachers. No phones calls will be made unless requested in advance by one
of the contestants. A written statement identifying the winner will be signed by all judges. A copy
of the written results will be posted at the competition site.

Judges will provide written evaluations to the contestants at the end of the competition.

Judges will be selected by the Concerto Competition Committee and will be from out of the
Charlottesville area except in the case of an emergency.

Concerto Contestants
Each contestant must submit a completed application indicating his or her choice of concerto to the
Youth Orchestra conductor postmarked no later than October 1, 2008. The application must include
the name of the chosen concerto and be signed by the musician’s teacher. The Youth Orchestra
conductor will approve selected concertos based on their instrumentation, technical suitability for
the Orchestra, and availability of music.
Each contestant will perform his or her concerto before an audience in on Saturday, October 25,
2008 (location TBA). The piano competition (place and time TBA) will be held by the
Charlottesville Music Teachers Association, which will make all arrangements. The competition
committee of the CMTA is chaired by Content Sablinsky.
Each contestant must make available three copies of his or her music for the judges. One of
these must be an original.
The musician must provide an accompanist, and will not be permitted to compete without one. If
you need references for an accompanist, please contact the YOCA General Manager at 974-7776.
Contestants will be judged on their performance, not on the level of difficulty of the work
performed. A winning contestant should demonstrate a polished, technically-secure performance
that is ready to be played with orchestral accompaniment. Contestants are s¢trongly encouraged to
memorize the work performed, but may use the music if they wish.
The winner will receive a prize of $250 and will perform with the Youth Orchestra in the
MARTHA DUGAN CONCERTO CONCERT on Friday, February 19, 2009 at Old Cabell Hall,
UVA.
Previous winners are not eligible to enter the competition playing the same instrument, but may
enter on a different instrument.

Contestants cannot not select a concerto that was performed by the Orchestra within the last two years.
The 2006 winners performed Charles Griffes’ “‘Poem for Flute and Orchestra” and William Walton™s “
Concerto for Viola & Orchestra” (1* mvt ). The 2007 winners performed Amadeus Mozart’s Concerto in G
major, 3rd mvt. and Edouard Lalo’s Concerto in D minor, 3rd mvt.

Guidelines for Judges and Contestants
Judges

1. Judges will select one winner.

2. The results of the competition will be announced as soon as possible after completion. No phone
calls will be made unless requested in advance by the contestant.

3. Judges will provide written evaluations to the contestants at the end of the competition.

4. The Concerto Competition Committee will select 2 judges from outside the Charlottesville area-
-except in the case of an emergency.

Concerto Contestants

1. Each contestant must submit a completed application indicating his/her choice of a single

concerto movementto Content Sablinsky no later than Wed., Oct. 1 , 2008. Teachers should
immediately contact Content Sablinsky ( corkysab@wcbr.us ) to make sure the desired concerto is
suitable based on its instrumentation and technical demands for the Orche stra.

2. Each contestant will perform his/her concerto movement before an audience (time/place to be
announced). Contestants may call Content Sablinsky for an appointment to try out the piano
during the week before the competition.

3. Each contestant must bring two copies of his/her music for the judges. One of these must be
an original.

4. The contestant must play with a 2nd piano accompaniment; the contestant's teacher is permitted to
play the 2nd piano.

5. Contestants will be judged on their performance, not on the level of difficulty of the work
performed. A winning contestant should demonstrate a polished, technically-secure performance
that is ready to be played with orchestral accompaniment. Contestants must play their audition

by memory.

6. The winner will receive the Betty Simmons Piano Concerto Prize of $100 and will perform in the
May 9, 2009 concert with The Youth Orchestra at during the 2008-09 concert season.

7. Contestants should not select a concerto that was performed by the Orchest ra within
the last two years (Saint -Saens!s Concerto No. in G minor, 1 * mvt or Grieg’s Concerto in A
minor).
